A silver color metal and epoxied shield shaped
device blazoned as follows: Per chevron debased Azure
(Dark Blue) and pily of six Gules and Argent, issuant from
chief a demi sun Argent (Silver), detailed and edged of the
first, above two bulls combatant of the third, and in base a
mullet of the last; below the shield a dark blue scroll,
inscribed “PARRISH HIGH SCHOOL” in silver letters.
